Managing a junior research
group constitutes an equivalent scientific achievement under the conditions specified in Art. 98



para. 10 s. 5 BayHIG. In addition, there must be proof of qualification for a teaching position in
history and at least three years of professional experience at a school or comparable educational
institution. The successful applicant must be no older than 52 years of age at the time of appoint-
ment (see Article 60 (3) BayHIG). Exceptions may be made in justified cases.
